Your Excellency,

Russian authorities have banned again this
year Pride events respectively in Moscow
and St. Petersburg. Local authorities have
repeatedly refused any request by LGBT
activists to hold the Moscow Pride and the
so-called Slavic Pride. As a consequence,
LGBT activists who tried to demonstrate
peacefully were arrested and exposed to
violence by counterdemonstrators, without
adequate protection by the police.

Amnesty International believes that Russian
authorities violated the rights of lesbians, gay
men, bisexual and transgender people by
denying them the possibility, as guaranteed
in the Russian Constitution and international

treaties Russia has ratified, to express

their views freely and peacefully and to
demonstrate in line with the law and under the
protection of police from counter-violence.

Therefore, | urge the Russian government:

— To respect the right to freedom of
expression and freedom of assembly of
lesbians, gay men, bisexual and
transgender people

— To end any other discriminatory policy and
practice against lesbians, gay men,
bisexual and transgender people
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
